È Puncture wounds or cuts

È Objective of BBP standard is to 

minimize or eliminate the hazard 

posed by work that may expose 

one to blood or OPIM

È Effectively treat employees 

involved in an exposure to BBP

know:

È Occupational contact with blood or OPIM 

is considered an exposure incident

È If an exposure occurs:

Áwash with soap & water

Áreport incident

Ádocument incident

Áseek òimmediateó medical evaluation

Áfollow employerõs exposure control plan



È òImmediateó means prompt medical evaluation and 

prophylaxis

È An exact timeline cannot be stated

È Time limits on effectiveness of prophylactic measures 

vary depending on the infection of concern



È Date and time of  

incident

È Job classification

È Location in the worksite 

where  incident occurred

È Work practice being 

followed

È Engineering controls in 

use

È Procedure being 

performed

È PPE in use

Minimal Information to Report



È Entitled to confidential medical evaluation

È Personal decision about blood testing

È Blood may be tested only with consent

È Blood may be stored for 90 days, while considering testing

È Interpretation of any test results occurs with health care 

provider
